Why is it important to have your child’s vision screened?


To identify if your child has a vision problem or might be at risk for vision problems

Vision screening will consist of any of the following tests:


1. Observation


2. Monocular Distance Visual Acuity


3. Stereopsis test

4. Color Vision
If your child passes the vision screening you may not be contacted by Kendra Murphy.  A vision screening provides only snapshot of how your child performs on the day of the test was administered and is not a substitute for a complete eye exam by an optometrist or ophthalmologist.
